	Getting Started
1. Go to your region’s Web address, http://www.georgiaoas.org
2. Log in with your user ID and password (Your user id is your long GTID number - Your password is learnit.) If you need your GTID number, please see your classroom teacher.

	Taking Student Tests – Student tests are generated by the state of Georgia.  They are very similar to the Teacher Assigned tests.  Teacher Assigned tests are tests created specifically for a group of students.  GCPS has created several tests for students.  Classroom teachers also have the option of creating tests.  
1. From the Welcome page, click Student Tests.
2. Choose a subject area from the list of available subjects.  Not all subjects will show for every grade level (Social Studies and Science are not an option for 1st or 2nd grade students).
3. Select the available practice test, and then click Take Test.

4. Click Next Question to advance to the next question.
5. Click Grade My Test once you have answered all test questions; then click Ok.

6. View the test results.  The system will show you how you scored for each question on the test.
	

	Taking Teacher Assigned Tests

1. From the Welcome Page, click Teacher Assigned Tests.
2. Select a test from the Test List Page, then click Take Test
3. If needed, click Next Question to advance to the next questions; then click OK.
4. Click Grade My Test once you have answered all test questions; then click OK.
5. View test results, if available.
6. Click Go Back to go to the Welcome Screen.
7. At the end of your session, choose log out.
8. The emailing test results feature is not set up at this time.  Please do not email results to the classroom teacher.
